1 RULES 

1.1 The regatta will be governed by The 2005-2008 Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS).

1.2 Club 420 and Laser Class Rules will apply except as amended below.
1.3 Teams may be asked to show compliance with all safety gear as required by US Coast Guard and Class rules.
2 ADVERTISING   Advertising will be restricted to Category C. 

3 ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY 

3.1 Entries must be received by the end of registration.
3.2 Invited Classes: Two Club 420 classes: one with spinnakers and trapeze and the other without (Collegiate style).  Three Laser classes: Full-rig, Radial and 4.7.
3.3 Four boats will be required for a class.

3.4 Sailors may not have reached their 19th birthday by the time of the end of the regatta. 
4. FEES: 420: $60 Laser: $30. Late entry fee of an additional $10 for entries received after October 31st.  US Sailing members receive a $5 discount. Fees include racing and lunch on the water.
5 SCHEDULE 

5.1 Friday November 16th: Registration 1500 – 2000 hrs. 
Saturday & Sunday November 17-18:
Registration 0730 – 0830. Skipper’s Meeting 0830. Harbor start at 9:15. Multiple races planned each day. 420’s and Lasers will sail on the same course with separate starts. On Sunday no warning signal shall be made after 1500.  Award ceremony to follow.
5.2 Number of races planned: Seven. 
6 SAILING INSTRUCTIONS 

The sailing instructions will be available at registration.

7 SCORING 

7.1 The Low Point System of Appendix A will apply except as amended below. 
7.2 If less than 5 races are completed, a boat’s series score shall be the total of her race scores (Amends A2). 
7.4 Prizes will be awarded to the top finishers in each division; the number of trophies will be determined by participation levels.
